Huntington / Fox Fire KOA Kampground is a resort park designed and intended for family use and short term camping accommodations.  Guests must present their campsite as though they are camping and not as a permanent residence.  FEMA or other modified RV’s or Units in disrepair are not acceptable.   
The long term camping contract is only valid for 30 days.  The stated rate accommodates two adults and two children and may be honored for renewals if paid on or before the next due date.  If renewal is not paid by the renewal/due date, then the established nightly rate for the site will apply until the monthly rate is paid.  The nightly rate payment will not be credited to the renewal due.  Refunds for early departure are based on the established nightly rate.  There are no refunds for eviction!  Rates are subject to change.
The following rules must be accepted and complied with at all times:
1. Only camper type jacks will be allowed for the stabilization of the camper.  Multiple building or stacking, such as cinder blocks, brick, or wood is not acceptable for camper stabilization.  Leveling boards under tires are acceptable.
2. Electric supply, water hose, sewer line and satellite systems must be within designated site and must be elevated from ground.  Campground is not responsible for damage caused to such services and not responsible for damages to service lines.  Sewer hose must be secured by donut or screw connector.  

3. Maximum of  two vehicles per site.  Parking Pass must be displayed on vehicle at all times.  Vehicles must be on designated campsite.  Additional vehicles/trailers (utility, cargo or flatbed) are not permitted on campsite 

4. Packages or deliveries may be accepted by office if addressed with guest name at 292 Fox Fire Road, Milton, WV 25541.  A private Post Office Box may be obtained at Milton or Ona Post Office.
5.  RV and campsite must be kept clean in appearance.   Camper wash pass may be purchased at office for $5.  Outside storage is NOT permitted.  Only minor vehicle repairs are allowed!  Ground carpets are only allowed on concrete patio sites.  Doormats are allowed.  FEMA or non-marked campers are not be allowed as well as old outdated or campers in disrepair.
6. Pets and pet owners must comply with KOA pet policy. 
See campground guest services guide and KOA.com for details. 
7. Outside display of merchandise for sale or “For Sale” signs displayed on your RV or vehicle is prohibited.  Business may not be conducted from your campsite.

8. Open display of beer, alcohol, beverages, products, or trade names will not be tolerated.  Illegal substances, use or possession is cause for immediate eviction.
9. Firewood is not to be brought in from other states nor stored on your campsite.
10. Renter is responsible for all guests. Overnight guests are subject to nightly fee.  Guests subject to eviction will result in registered camper eviction.  Sub-leasing your campsite or camper is prohibited.  This monthly fee is not transferable. 

11. Under-skirting, blocking, storage skirts are not acceptable. Only camper equipped heaters are recommended.  Supplemental electric heaters are up-charged $50 each 30 day period.  Auxiliary propane tanks seen from campground loop road are only allowed from November 1 through March 31. Water lines and spigots may not run/drip to prevent freezing. Heat tapes are recommended
.
