2019 AGREEMENT FOR SEASONAL CAMPING

Agreement Term: Management of Meadville KOA considers this Agreement an application until final execution with a signed agreement and paid in full, non-refundable deposit.  This application will be accepted at the discretion of Meadville KOA.  This Agreement is valid, pending execution, until October 13, 2019.    

Camping Season: Camping season begins May 3, 2019 through and including October 13, 2019.  If you’ve renewed for the next season (2020) then your camping season will continue until through Oct. 20, 2019.    
Seasonal Camping Base Rate:  The Seasonal Camping Rate is a discounted camping rate for the season, and may be paid in cash or by check only.  (We do not accept credit card payments on seasonal or mini-seasonal rates.)  The Seasonal Camping Base Rate includes two (2) Registered Seasonal Adults and two (2) Registered Seasonal Children.  One (1) Registered Seasonal Adult can be substituted to replace the two (2) Registered Seasonal Children.  Seasonal Children are not required to be immediate family members.  For example, they may be grandchildren.  The Base Rate includes the following items: all planned weekend activities (except ceramics, & some may be subject to a nominal fee); campsite parking with a maximum of two (2) vehicles (with the proper window passes); off-campsite parking for additional vehicles; water hookup; electricity hookup (meter use charge), sewage hookup, Wi-Fi, cable TV hookup, use of the swimming pool, one (1) picnic table (to be kept on deck); one (1) campfire ring; off-season on-site storage; use of the garbage dumpster (for refuse accumulated while camping); use of the pavilion on Sundays; and a mowed Campsite.  No subletting (Renting or loaning the use of your camping unit to anyone not listed on your seasonal agreement as a seasonal camper is strictly prohibited.).  The campsite is for recreational use and purposes only (i.e. it may not be used as a residence).    

Recreation Hall and Picnic Pavilion Policy: Use of the recreation hall and picnic pavilion may be reserved for seasonal use at no additional charge on Sundays ONLY.  The pavilion and Rec. Hall are subject to the Meadville KOA Rules and Regulations, which includes that the consumption of alcoholic beverages is prohibited.  The Rec. Hall must be returned to its original condition one hour prior to the store closing, the pavilion by 9:00 p.m.     

Mini-seasonals:  If you are currently a seasonal, mini-seasonals will not automatically include your current campsite. Once you have selected to have a mini-seasonal, this automatically makes your campsite available for the second-half mini-seasonal.  Campsite can be rolled over to the immediate following mini-seasonal at the prevailing mini-seasonal rate.  No discount is applied for a double mini-seasonal!

Payments:  A non-refundable deposit is due upon execution of this Agreement on or before August 19, 2018.  All agreements paid in full at the time of the agreement on or before August 19 will receive a $75.00 rebate.  The $250.00 non-refundable deposit will reserve the campsite, as approved by management, until the first payment due date as per page one of this agreement.  Monthly Payments must be received on or before the first day of each of the months set forth in the agreement: September – April.   The final payment of the remaining balance on account is due by May 1, 2018.  Payments may start as early as September 1st and all agreements paid in full on or before January 1, 2019 will receive a $50.00 rebate.  Add 5% late fee to any payments made after the 7th of each month.  An outstanding balance after May 1, of the camping season is cause for removal of the Camping Unit from the Campsite, and/or a 5% late fee on the amount over due at the discretion of the management.  All payments must be up to date; you cannot camp if you are not current.  Insurance on the RV, all personal property, and including liability coverage on the deck is the full responsibility of the Seasonal Camping Family.  Proof of $300,000 liability insurance on RV, deck, & shed must be provided to the campground office annually.  
Visitors Policy: All Visitors must register at the camp store/office prior to each visit.  All visitors are required to adhere to the Meadville KOA Campground Rules and Regulations.  Registered Seasonal Campers are responsible for their visitors and their visitors’ behavior.  The number of people on your campsite (including your registered seasonal family and registered guests) may not exceed 8 people at any one time.  All Visitors must pay a nominal fee for attendance at the following Special Weekend Events, including but not limited to weekend events including meals.   

Day Visitors Policy: Day Visitors are permitted to visit Meadville KOA between the hours of 9:00 am and 11:00 p.m. only when a Registered Seasonal Adult is on the premises.   Seasonal Campers who pre-pay for day visitors are required to have their visitors off the campground premises from 11:00p.m to 9:00 a.m.  Day Visitors are camping guests, adults or children, who are not registered Seasonal Campers who visit Meadville KOA anytime during Day Visiting Hours when a registered seasonal adult is on the premises.  Each Day Visitor is entitled to attend Meadville KOA activities, and use the facilities, including the swimming pool, according to policy.  

Overnight Guests Policy: Overnight Guests are camping guests, adults or children, who are not registered as a Seasonal Campers on the Seasonal Contract who camp overnight or visit during the day at Meadville KOA when a Registered Seasonal Adult is on the premises.  All adult overnight guests are required to stay inside the Camping Unit.  Overnight guests’ children are permitted to stay in a pup tent on the Campsite; however, any tents housing adults are considered separate camping entities and are required to register at the current tenting rate.  

No Guest Policy: Seasonal contracts without a pre-paid guest policy will notify their guests that upon registration they will be responsible for the current daily and/or overnight fees.  Seasonal campers may come to the office in advance of their visitor’s arrival and purchase (at the regular visitor rate) a window tag to be given to their visitor by the office personnel upon their arrival, to provide their visitor with free admission.  

Swimming Pool Policy: All Registered Seasonal Campers are permitted to use the swimming pool during defined swimming pool hours as posted & announced.  All children under 12 require adult supervision (someone over 21) while at the pool. The pool opens Memorial Day Weekend and closes Labor Day Weekend (weather permitting).  All swimming is "at your own risk".  Failure to abide by the posted rules will result in termination of swimming privileges. 
Electricity Policy: Each Seasonal Campsite is equipped with an electric equalizer unit.  Each unit reading will be recorded for electric usage during the first week of each month during the Camping Season.  Tampering with the electric equalizer unit is cause for immediate termination of this camping agreement and all camping privileges immediately revoked from Meadville KOA Campground without refund.  It is the responsibility of the Seasonal Campers to contact the office to pay the monthly electric usage bill statement prior to the end of that camping month.  Any bills unpaid by the 1st day of the following month are subject to late fees.  

Any RV sold on Meadville KOA property will be charged a 10% fee of the advertised asking sales price in its entirety (including any items as advertised as part of the deal).  This includes but is not limited to all camping accessories, decks, sheds, wood bins, patio blocks, awnings, furniture, bedding, dishes, remaining camping season, etc.).  We will help you price, advertise, and sell your RV.  Selling your unit on the campsite is at the discretion of management.  RV’s may be required to be removed from the campsite to be sold that are older than 10 years or deemed as poorly maintained.  If the sale of the RV does not go through the Meadville KOA Campground office with a signed sales agreement, it cannot remain on that site or any other campsite, and seasonal camping privileges cannot be transferred.  The use of “For Sale” Signs on Meadville KOA Campground Property is strictly prohibited, unless the office advertises the RV.  Your signature below indicates you understand and agreement to pay the 10% fee on the listed asking price in all advertisements, at the time of sale closing – whether or not that RV is sold by our advertising or your advertising.  Any RV sold while sitting on our property is charged the 10% fee because you’re benefiting from the costs of our advertising dollars which bring people to the campground.  Only base camping rates are transferable to new owners on purchases made mid-season.  Pre-paid visitor fees, extra camper fees, and wrist band programs are non-transferrable.      
Non-Renewal: Any Seasonal Camper without a renewed camping agreement for the next season is required to remove their RV and all of their property on or before October 13, 2019.  Failure to do so will result in a storage fee equal to the current daily rate for that campsite until the RV or personal property is removed.  Effective the end date of the agreement (October 13, 2019), the gate card will be deactivated, and all access to the campground will be by advanced appointment only.  All gate cards and window tags must be returned and all electric bills and storage fees must be paid in full prior to unit removal.  An RV left more than 30 days past the end of the agreement date is subject to abandonment proceedings. 

Termination:  Any Seasonal Camper or their Guest, or Visitor who is in violation of this Agreement or in violation of the Meadville KOA Rules and Regulation is cause for immediate termination of this Agreement.  In the event that this agreement is breached, all potential refunds are at the discretion of Meadville KOA Management.  Refunds for departure prior to the beginning of the season will be based on the resale of the site.  There is no refund unless there is a resale of the site.  Violators will be charged for liquidated damages calculated by the amount of time the campsite has been occupied by the Seasonal Camper on the current monthly rate (for full months camped), then weekly rate (for full weeks camped) and then daily rate (for days camped) until the day the unit and all personal belongings are physically removed.  Discounted full season and half-season rates are based on camping for the agreed upon period.  At early termination, all rates revert to current monthly, weekly, and daily rates for early departure.        
Removal Policy: Seasonal Campers are required to provide means of removing the Camping Unit when appropriate or when this Agreement deems necessary.  In the event this Agreement is terminated, the Seasonal Camper agrees to immediately remove all debris, decking, and shed prior to the removal of the Camping Unit from Meadville KOA Campground property.  Patios and stone walkways must remain on the campsite and may not be removed.  If the Camping Unit is removed prior to the removal of all other personal property, the remaining items, including the deck & shed, are considered abandoned and become the immediate property of Meadville KOA.  Failure to remove scrap decking, sheds, or debris from the campsite (other than good decks, sheds, patios, and walkways), upon your departure, is subject to a site clean-up fee of up to $300.00.  Any damage to the site will not be refunded, and if the site is left in unusable condition, you’re subject to repair fees, lost income fees, etc.   
Rules and Regulations.  Guest acknowledges receipt of the Meadville KOA Campground Rules and Regulations and agrees to comply with them at all times.

Release of Liability:  Seasonal Campers agree to carry a general liability policy to cover all activities, both of theirs and any visitors at their site and shall be responsible for same and shall hold harmless Chilson Holdings Company LLC,  D/B/A Meadville KOA Campground.  General Liability policies should have a minimum of $300,000.00 and the policy will be presented to Meadville KOA Campground, at the time of the seasonal agreement acceptance for the next camping season.  Seasonal Campers, for themselves, and for any of their registered children, agree as follows: Meadville KOA, its affiliates, and their respective officers, directors, employees, and agents (“Chilson Holdings Company LLC dba Meadville KOA Campground”) makes no warranty or representations of any type, kind of character, whatsoever, as to conditions existing or that may hereafter exist upon the Meadville KOA Campground Premises, including but not limited to campsites occupied by other guests or guests property (The “Campground Property”).  Guests enter upon the property at their own risk, and specifically accept the Property in its then existing condition, and unconditionally release Timothy Chilson, Robyn Chilson, and Chilson Holdings Company LLC D/B/A Meadville KOA Campground from all liabilities, costs, expenses, claims, and damages for which Meadville KOA Campground might otherwise become liable by reason of any accidents, or injuries to, or death of any persons including guests, or damage to property, or both, in any manner arising or resulting from, caused by connected with, or related to the presence of any such person or property upon the property, regardless of how, where, or when such injury, death, or damage occurs, even if caused by the negligence of other guests, or Meadville KOA Campground, or due to conditions on or defects in the property or property of other guests.
